
Clinical Counse ling  Psycholog y Course s Descrip tions 

PSY 500: Ab normal Psycholog y 
Summe r/Fall – Doerfle r, 3 cred its 
This course  p rovid e s a comp re he nsive  ove rvie w of the  main fo rms o f 
e motional d iso rd e r, with a sp e cial focus on d e scrip tion and  analysis o f 
the  e xp e riential world  o f the  p atie nt. The  most imp ortant the ore tical 
ap p roache s to  “mental illne ss” are  comp ared  and  contrasted  so  that the  
stud ent g ains a critical ap p reciation of the  d iffe ring  insights p rovid e d  b y 
the  various ap p roache s.   

PSY 502: Psycholog y o f De ve lop ment 
Fall/Sp ring  – Kalp id ou, 3 cred its 
This course  e xamine s normative  d e ve lop me nt and  op timal functioning  
from infancy throug h ad ulthood . Particular e mp hasis is p laced  on how 
curre nt re search and  d e ve lop me ntal the orie s impact asse ssme nts of and  
inte rve ntions with child re n, ad o le scents, and  ad ults who  d e viate  from the  
normal course  o f d e ve lop me nt. De ve lop me ntal chang es across the  life  
sp an are  traced  and  facto rs that foste r d e ve lop me nt includ ing  b io log ical, 
familial, and  cultural influe nce s are  exp lore d  with sp ecial consid e ration of 
risk and  p ro te ctive  facto rs in d e ve lopme nt. 

PSY 504: Psycholog ical Measure me nt 
Summe r/Fall – Volung is, 3 cred its 
An introd uction to  the  instrume nts and  the  me thod s used  in the  
me asure me nt and  e valuation o f the  p sycho log ical characte ristics of 
human b e ing s, includ ing  e le mentary p rincip le s of statistical analysis.   

PSY 600: Counse ling  (Princip le s and  Practice s)   
Summe r/Fall – Bozicas, 3 cred its 
Examine  b asic ap p roaches, p rincip le s, and  p roce d ure s of counse ling . 
Stud ents e ngage  in some  d irected  ro le  p laying  o f counse ling  techniq ues 
as we ll as p re pare  a class d e monstration b ase d  on the ir p e rsonal 
inte g ration o f read ing s and  p ractice . Re se arch re late d  to  counse ling  as 
we ll as issue s re gard ing  the  nature  o f the  counse ling  re lationship  are  
consid e red . 
Pre re q uisite s: PSY 500 and  PSY 501, may b e  take n concurre ntly  



PSY 604: Ethical Princip le s fo r Counse lo rs 
Fall/Sp ring  – Weagraff, 3 cred its 
The  p urp ose  of this course  is to  p rovid e  stud e nts with a working  
knowled ge  of e thical issue s in me ntal he alth care  p ractice . The  course  
will consid e r the  manne r in which g ove rning  p rincip le s of he alth care  
e thics are  articulate d  within the  g e ne ral value s and  sp e cific 
p re scrip tions/p roscrip tions (le gal and  moral) which constitute  current 
moral wisd om of the  me ntal health p rofe ssional. Ethical cod es of the  
Ame rican Counse ling  Association, Ame rican Mental Health Counse lo rs 
Association, and  the  Ame rican Psycholog ical Association will b e  
e xamine d . Le ctures, case  analysis, class d iscussion o f assig ne d  read ing s, 
and  writte n assig nme nts will p rovid e  b o th the  conce p tual and  p ractical 
tools fo r ad d re ssing  the  critical e thical issue s which arise  in your p ractice .  

PSY 620: Life style , School, and  Care e r De ve lop me nt   
TBA Doe rfle r, 3 cred its 
This course  will p rovid e  the  theore tical found ation and  the  p ractical 
e xp e rie nce  ne ce ssary to  und e rstand  and  foste r the  caree r/life style  
d e ve lop me nt fo r counse ling  clie nts. Stud e nts will b e  p rep ared  with the  
ne cessary knowle d g e  and  skills to  co lle ct, e valuate , and  use  occup ational 
and  life  d eve lop me nt d ata in he lp ing  ind ivid ual clie nts and  various clie nt 
p op ulations to  make  e ffective  d ecisions and  take  e ffe ctive  ap p rop riate  
actions in the ir care e r/life .   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



PSY 627: Issue s in Profe ssional Practice  
Sp ring /Summe r – Volung is, 3 cred its 
This course  is d e sig ne d  to  introd uce  the  clinical counse ling  p sycho log y 
stud ent to  the  varie d  face ts o f p ro fe ssional p ractice  and  d e ve lop me nt. It 
b e g ins with an in‐d e p th stud y o f the  Massachuse tts law on the  
Re q uire me nts fo r Lice nsure  as a Me ntal He alth Counse lor cove ring  top ics 
from ed ucational to  p re ‐ and  post‐maste rs sup e rvise d  p ractice  
re q uire me nts. O the r top ics cove red  includ e  the  histo ry and  re asons 
b e hind  p rofe ssional reg ulation in the  me ntal he alth p rofe ssions, the  
licensing  exam, job  searching , sp e cialization o f p ractice , continued  
e d ucation and  training , p rivate  p ractice  consid e rations, and  lice nsing  
laws in o the r state s. A major e mp hasis is on he lp ing  the  stud e nt e xp lore  
p rofe ssional id e ntity issue s b y asking  such q ue stions as “What d oe s it 
me an to  b e  a counse ling  p sycho log ist?” “What skills d o  I have  and  what 
ro le  d o  I p lay as a me mb e r o f a  multid iscip linary tre atme nt te am?” “What 
p ro fe ssional o rganizations should  I b e long  to? Why?” “What is the  
d iffe re nce  b e tween a p rofe ssion and  a job ?” 

PSY 630: Cultural Comp e te ncie s in Counse ling  
Sp ring /Summe r – Fe sse nd e n, 3 cred its 
Comp e te nt me ntal he alth p rofe ssionals must use  culturally ap p rop riate  
inte rve ntion strateg ie s whe n working  with a d ive rse  cliente le . The  
p urp ose  o f this course  is to  foste r the  d e ve lop me nt of multicultural 
compe te nce  in counse ling  p ractice s. The  course  is d e signe d  to  p romote  
the  aware ne ss of cultural facto rs that can affe ct counse ling  p ractice s, 
knowled ge  ab out various cultural b ackg round s and  exp e rie nce s. Issue s 
to  b e  ad d re ssed  in this course  includ e  p re jud ice , racism, op p re ssion, and  
d iscrimination that affect ind ivid uals from various racial or e thnic g roup s, 
e ld e rs, ind ivid uals with d isab ilitie s, wome n, gay me n, and  le sb ians.

PSY 635: Clinical He alth Psycho log y 
Fall/Sp ring - Bourne , 3 cred its 
Clinical health p sycho log y ad d re sse s the  inte ractions of p sycho log ical, 
social, cultural, and  b io log ical facto rs as the y re late  to  health and  we ll-
b e ing  across d ive rse  p op ulations and  se tting s. This course  will cove r a 
rang e  of top ics that are  re le vant to  clinical se rvice s across d ive rse  
p op ulations and  se tting s to  p romote  he alth and  we ll-b e ing  and  to  
p re ve nt, tre at, and  manag e  illness and  d isab ility. Top ics ad d re ssed  in this 
course  includ e  health b e haviors and  risk facto rs fo r illne ss and  p oor 
he alth, p sycho log ical d e te rminants o f he alth, social/cultural d e te rminants 
o f health and  health d isp aritie s, and  chronic me d ical illne sse s and  
p hysical cond itions such as card iovascular d isease , cance r, and  d iab e te s.           
 

PSY 650: Re search Se minar 
Sp ring /Summe r – Volung is, 3 cred its 
This course  p rovid e s stud e nts with the  conce p tual tools ne cessary to  
d e sig n and  critically e valuate  re search in the  are as of p sycholog y and  
counse ling . Prob lems in me thod ology are  exp lored  throug h re ad ing s, 
d iscussion, and  invo lve me nt in re se arch.    
Pre re q uisite : PSY 504 

PSY 660: Sp e cial Top ics Se minar in Clinical Counse ling  Psycholog y 
TBA ‐ TBA, 3 cred its 
This course  is d e sig ne d  to  p rovid e  stud e nts with contemp orary top ics 
and  issue s in p sycho the rap y. Top ics will b e  chose n on time line ss, 
inte re st, and  re le vance  to  curre nt p sycho log ical p ractice . The  course  will 
allow stud e nts the  op p ortunity to  examine  current issues with g re ate r 
d e tail than would  b e  p ossib le  in o the r course  o ffe rings.

PSY 701: Marital The rap y 
Summe r – Bozicas, 3 cred its 
This course  focuses on conte mp orary the ore tical ap p roache s to  coup le s 
the rap y. The  major the ore tical mod e ls includ e : family of o rig in/re lational; 
cog nitive /b e havioral; and  communication. Theory, case  stud ie s, and  
simulation are  the  b asis fo r class inte raction in se minar fo rmat. Each 
stud ent has the  re sp onsib ility to  b eg in fo rmulating  an o rg anize d  
the ore tical ap p roach to  treating  coup le s. 
Pre re q uisite s: PSY 500, PSY 600, PSY 708 

PSY 702: Ad vanced  Family The rap y 
Summe r – Kue rsten‐Hog an, 3 cred its 
This course  will focus on und e rstand ing  inte ractional patte rns and  
influe nce s from the  p e rsp e ctive  of major family the rap y parad ig ms. 
Consid e ration of family tre atme nt fo r b o th ad ult and  child  clinical 
p re se ntations will b e  examine d . In ad d ition to  the  theore tical 
introd uction, the  course  will cove r p ractical top ics such as whe n to  
choose  family treatme nt, d ealing  with the  b e g inning  the rap ist’s anxie tie s, 
assessing  inte ractional style s, structuring  initial treatme nt se ssions, 
d e ve lop ing  a tre atme nt focus, and  the  b asic treatme nt skills.    
Pre re q uisite s: PSY 500, PSY 600, PSY 708 

PSY 705: Group  Ap p roache s to  Counse ling  and  Psycho the rap y 
Fall/Sp ring  – Kue rste n‐Hogan, 3 cred its 
This course  is d e sig ne d  to  p rovid e  a the ore tical und e rstand ing  of g roup  
d e ve lop me nt, p urp ose , and  d ynamics. Throug h re ad ing  and  d iscussion, 
d iffe re nt ap p roache s to  the  use  of g roup s will b e  exp lored . Issue s re late d  
to  g roup  counse ling  me thod s, skills, and  le ad e rship  style s will b e  
e xamine d . This course  will cove r a rang e  of g roup s that are  use d  b y 
me ntal health counse lo rs (e .g ., the rape utic, p sychosocial, 
p sychoed ucational).

PSY 708: Cog nitive  Asse ssme nt and  Psycho the rap y 
Fall/Sp ring  – Volung is, 3 cred its 
The  focus o f this course  is on a p sychothe rap e utic und e rstand ing  of 
cog nitive  structure  and  conte nt as it influe nce s the  client’s p e rce p tions, 
e motional state s, and  b e havior. The  the ory and  p ractice  o f Ke lly, Beck, 
Me iche nb aum, and  Ellis re ce ive  systematic treatment. Pe rsonal construct 
assessme nt, cog nitive  mod ification, stre ss inoculation training , se lf‐
instructional me thod s, and  cog nitive  re structuring  techniq ue s re ce ive  
sp e cial e mp hasis. 
Pre re q uisite s: PSY 500, PSY 600 

PSY 711: Cog nitive ‐Be havioral Asse ssme nt o f Child re n 
Sp ring  – Kenned y/Kue rste n‐Hogan, 3 cred its 
This course  re vie ws the  b asic p rincip le s und e rlying  the  asse ssment of 
child re n’s b e havior and  p sycho log ical ad justme nt using  a cog nitive ‐
b e havioral and  d e ve lop me ntal theore tical frame work. Spe cial 
consid e rations whe n working  with child ren will b e  re viewe d  along  with 
sp e cific atte ntion d ire cted  toward : (1) e thics, (2) b e havioral 
ob se rvation/cod ing  syste ms, (3) rating  scale s, (4) use  o f se lf‐re port with 
child re n, and  (5) inte rvie ws. Stud e nts will rece ive  instruction in choosing  
an ap p rop riate  instrume nt, d e sig ning  a multi‐me thod  asse ssme nt 
b atte ry, inte rp re ting  te st re sults, and  writing  re p orts. The  imp ortant link 
b e twe en asse ssment and  tre atme nt p lanning  and  e valuating  tre atment 
outcome  will b e  stre ssed  as we ll.   
Pre re q uisite s: PSY 502, PSY 504, PSY 708; PSY 502 and  PSY 504 may b e

PSY 712: Cog nitive ‐Be havioral Inte rventions with Child ren 
Summe r – Volung is, 3 cred its 
The  p urp ose  of this course  is to  acq uaint the  stud e nt with a varie ty o f 
the rap e utic techniq ue s d esig ned  to  ad d re ss child hood  d ifficultie s. A 
frame work fo r e valuating  and  choosing  a treatme nt ap p roach and  a b rie f 
ove rvie w of d iag nostic classification syste ms and  the ir re le vance  to  
tre atment will b e  p rovid e d . Practical te chniq ues will b e  re vie we d  
includ ing : inte rviewing , inte rve ntions fo r working  with p are nts, fo r 
consulting  to  schoo ls, inte rve ning  with common child hood  
d e ve lop me ntal p rob le ms (e .g ., e nure sis/e ncop re sis) as we ll as more  
e xtre me  p sycho log ical d ifficultie s such as anxie ty d iso rd e rs, cond uct 
d iso rd e rs, and  ab use . Cog nitive ‐b e havioral treatme nt app roache s that 
have  b e e n e mp irically sup ported  will b e  e mp hasized , and  the  
ad vantage s and  d isad vantage s o f techniq ue s d iscusse d  within a 
d e ve lop me ntal frame work. 
Pre re q uisite s: PSY 500, PSY 502, PSY 504, PSY 600, PSY 708, PSY 711 

PSY 713: Cog nitive  The rap y fo r Family o f O rig in Prob le ms 
Fall – Bozicas, 3 cred its 
This course  p re se nts a  cog nitive  mod e l fo r treating  survivors o f traumatic 
and /or d ysfunctional family of o rig in circumstance s. Top ics to  b e  cove red  
includ e  asse ssment issue s, d ysfunctional sche mata, info rmation 
p roce ssing  d e ficits, the  use  of affect, the  use  of the  the rap e utic 
re lationship , transfe re nce  and  counte rtransfe rence  issues, stre ng the ning  
b ound arie s and  b uild ing  cop ing  strate g ie s.

PSY 715: Cog nitive ‐Be havioral Asse ssme nt o f Ad ults 
Sp ring  – Doe rfle r, 3 cred its 
This course  re vie ws the  b asic p rincip le s that g uid e  assessme nt of clinical 
p rob le ms using  a cog nitive ‐b e havioral frame work. Stud ents will learn 
ab out se ve ral assessme nt strate g ie s includ ing  b e havioral ob se rvation, 
se lf‐re port, se lf‐monito ring , and  structure d  inte rvie ws and  rating  scale s. 
Sp e cial atte ntion will b e  p aid  to  the  asse ssme nt of anxie ty, d e p re ssion, 
ad d ictive  b e haviors, social skills, and  marital d ysfunction. The  imp ortant 
link b e twe en asse ssme nt and  treatment p lanning , and  e valuating  
tre atment outcome  will b e  stre ssed  as we ll. 
Pre re q uisite s: PSY 500, PSY 504, PSY 600, PSY 708; PSY 504 may b e  
take n concurrently 

PSY 716: Cog nitive ‐Be havioral Inte rventions fo r De p re ssion and  Anxie ty 
Summe r – Doe rfle r, 3 cred its 
The  p urp ose  of this course  is to  acq uaint the  stud e nt with cognitive ‐
b e havioral the orie s o f the  e tio log y and  tre atme nt o f d e p re ssion and  
anxie ty. Top ics to  b e  cove re d  includ e  the  d iag nosis of d e p re ssive  and  
anxie ty d iso rd e rs, p rincip le s of cog nitive  and  b e havioral asse ssme nt, 
e valuation o f suicid al id e ation and  b e havior, and  the rap e utic techniq ue s 
to  alle viate  d e p re ssion and  anxie ty. Cog nitive ‐b e havioral ap p roaches 
that have  b ee n e mp irically valid ated  will b e  e mp hasized . 
Pre re q uisite s: PSY 500, PSY 600, PSY 708 

PSY 718: Psycholog ical Inte rve ntions fo r Ad d ictive  Be haviors 
Sp ring  – Doe rfle r, 3 cred its 
The  p urp ose  of this course  is to  acq uaint the  stud e nt with p sycholog ical 
the orie s of the  e tio log y and  treatme nt o f ad d ictive  b e haviors. Top ics 
cove red  includ e  the  d iag nosis of ad d ictive  b e haviors (alcohol and  d rug  
ab use , tob acco  use ), p harmacolog ical e ffects of various sub stance s, 
p rincip le s of p sycho log ical assessment, e valuation o f clie nts’ motivation 
to  change , and  the rap e utic te chniq ues fo r chang ing  ad d ictive  b e haviors. 
Inte rve ntions that are  most strong ly sup p orted  b y outcome  re search will 
b e  e mp hasized  in this course . 
Pre re q uisite s: PSY 500, PSY 600, PSY 708 

 



PSY 720: Syste ms Inte rve ntions with Child re n 
Fall – Kenned y, 3 cred its 
This course  will o ffe r an op p ortunity to  e xp lore  clinical inte rve ntions with 
child re n and  ad ole sce nts within the  major conte xts influencing  the ir 
d e ve lop me nt and  me ntal health – the ir familie s, schoo ls, communitie s, 
and  leg al syste m. Emp hasizing  the  fact that child ren and  youth are  
p articularly susce p tib le  and  d e p e nd ent up on the ir e nvironme nts, this 
course  will atte mp t to  p rovid e  the  stud e nt with an ap p reciation o f how 
the se  influence  a child ’s p e rsonal id entity and  actual b ehavior as we ll as 
an und e rstand ing  o f the  ne ed  to  take  the se  into  account in d e ve lop ing  
viab le  clinical inte rve ntions. 
Pre re q uisite s: PSY 500, PSY 502, PSY 600, PSY 708 

PSY 727: Asse ssme nt and  Treatme nt o f ADHD 
Sp ring  – Bozicas/Murp hy, 3 cred its 
The  p urp ose  of this course  is to  p rovid e  stud e nts with an ove rvie w of the  
nature , d iagnosis, assessme nt, and  tre atme nt of Atte ntion De ficit 
Hyp e ractivity Disord e r in child re n, ad o le sce nts, and  ad ults. As p art of this 
ove rvie w, various emp irical, clinical, and  controve rsial issue s will b e  
d iscussed  and  critically e xamined  within a d e ve lop me ntal frame work. 
Stud ents will b e  e xp osed  to  mate rials which will he lp  them answe r the  
fo llowing  q ue stions: What is ADHD? Is it a  re al d iso rd e r? Are  we  ove r-
d iagnosing  and  ove r‐me d icating  child re n? Do  we  have  re liab le  and  valid  
me thod s of d iagnosing  it? What are  the  b e st ways o f assessing  and  
tre ating  ADHD? How d oe s ADHD d iffe r in child re n and  ad ults? How d oes 
ADHD inte ract with the  Ame ricans with Disab ilitie s Act (ADA)? This 
course  will cove r child , ad o le sce nt, and  ad ult p re sentations o f this 
d iso rd e r and  p re sent e mp irically‐sup ported  inte rve ntions sp e cific to  
e ach p op ulation. An ove rvie w of p sychop harmacolog ical tre atme nts as 
we ll as sp ecific   p are nt‐training  p rog rams will b e  d iscusse d .

PSY 790: Profe ssional Inte g rative  Seminar 
Fall – Kue rste n‐Hog an/Volung is/Doe rfle r, 3 cred its 
This course  is d e sig ne d  to  facilitate  the  synthe sis and  inte g ration o f 
the ory, p ractice , and  re search re lated  to  p sycho the rap y. Sp e cial atte ntion 
will b e  p aid  to  issue s of case  conce p tualization, p sycholog ical 
assessme nt, and  the  e fficacy of p sycho the rap y. In ad d ition, stud e nts will 
b e  e ncourag ed  to  d e ve lop  a more  sop histicated  und e rstand ing  of 
p sycho log ical inte rve ntions fo r sp ecific p sychosocial p rob le ms and  
d ifficultie s. 
Pre re q uisite s: PSY 708, PSY 801 fo r MA cand id ate s 

PSY 800: Directe d  Stud y 
Summe r/Fall/Sp ring  – Staff, 3 cred its 
Ind ivid ually supe rvise d  stud y and  p ro je cts with p rog ram ad visor whe re  
ap p rop riate . Stud ents may take  no  more  than two  d irecte d  stud ie s.  

 PSY 801: Counse ling  Practicum 
Summe r –Bozicas/Rosen, 4 cred its 
Counse ling  Practicum invo lve s p laceme nt in a clinical se tting  to  enab le  
stud ents to  d e ve lop  b asic counse ling  skills and  inte g rate  p ro fessional 
knowled ge  and  skills. Counse ling  Practicum p rovid e s an op p ortunity to  
p e rfo rm, on a limite d  b asis and  und e r sup e rvision, some  of the  activitie s 
that a  mental health counse lo r would  p e rfo rm. In ad d ition to  the  
sup e rvised  p racticum, this course  invo lve s a wee kly se minar. Prio r 
p e rmission o f the  Practicum Coord inato r is re q uired  in o rd e r to  arrange  
fo r a  p racticum se tting  ap p rop riate  to  the  stud e nt’s acad e mic and  care e r 
g oals. 
Pre re q uisite s: Conse nt of the  Practicum Coord inato r and  comple tion of

PSY 802: Counse ling  Inte rnship  I (Clinic Se tting ) 
Fall –Bozicas/Rosen, 4 cred its 
Inte rnship  involve s p lace ment in a clinical se tting  to  e nab le  stud e nts to  
work with clie nts und e r p ro fe ssional sup e rvision and  to  acq uaint stud e nts 
with the  structure , op e ration, and  p roced ure s o f a  clinical se tting . The  
inte rnship  is inte nd e d  to  e nab le  the  stud e nt to  re fine  and  e nhance  b asic 
counse ling  skills, d e ve lop  more  ad vanced  counse ling  skills, and  integ rate  
p ro fe ssional knowle d ge  and  skills app rop riate  to  the  stud e nt’s care e r 
g oals. In ad d ition to  the  sup e rvise d  fie ld  e xp e rie nce , this course  invo lve s 
a we ekly se minar. Prio r p e rmission o f the  Inte rnship  Coord inato r is 
re q uire d  in o rd e r to  arrange  fo r an inte rnship  se tting  app rop riate  to  the  
stud ent’s acad e mic and  caree r goals.    
Pre re q uisite s: Conse nt of the  Inte rnship  Coord inato r and  comple tion of 
PSY 801, and  two  ad vance d  (700‐le ve l) counse ling  course s 

PSY 803: Counse ling  Inte rnship  II (Clinic Se tting ) 
Sp ring  –Bozicas/Rose n, 4 cred its 
Inte rnship  involve s p lace ment in a clinical se tting  to  e nab le  stud e nts to  
work with clie nts und e r p ro fe ssional sup e rvision and  to  acq uaint stud e nts 
with the  structure , op e ration, and  p roced ure s o f a  clinical se tting . The  
inte rnship  is inte nd e d  to  e nab le  the  stud e nt to  re fine  and  e nhance  b asic 
counse ling  skills, d e ve lop  more  ad vanced  counse ling  skills, and  integ rate  
p ro fe ssional knowle d ge  and  skills app rop riate  to  the  stud e nt’s care e r 
g oals. In ad d ition to  the  sup e rvise d  fie ld  e xp e rie nce , this course  invo lve s 
a we ekly se minar. Prio r p e rmission o f the  Inte rnship  Coord inato r is 
re q uire d  in o rd e r to  arrange  fo r an inte rnship  se tting  app rop riate  to  the  
stud ent’s acad e mic and  caree r goals. 
Pre re q uisite s: Conse nt of the  Inte rnship  Coord inato r and  comple tion of
