· Courses may be offered on either day. As shown in the chart, part-time students take two courses each semester (fall, spring, and summer) duration of the program.

· All students are enrolled in the Social Work Forum, which is a student-led group; there is a $250 fee per semester.
· Field Work and Seminar Courses have a required number of hours at an agency placement  
· SWK 505-510 is a 400-hour Field Placement
· SWK 605-610 is a 500-hour Field Placement 
· All Students are required to purchase Tevera
· The Program requires 6 credits of electives, which can be taken within the MSW Program during Summer Sessions. Students may also take electives from any AMC Graduate Program with the approval of the Program Director
